Acrux Investigation Agency/Frank Robinaugh Scholarship…Worth $1,000 to assist a Logan County student who desires to attend a four-year college, has earned at least one varsity athletic letter, has a minimum 2.75 cumulative GPA at the end of the seventh semester, and has scored at least an 18 ACT composite.
